1) ALL work not completed during class time is considered homework which is due the next day school is in session.
2) Homework is due to __Teacher Name(s) __ at the beginning of class every day.
3) I am responsible for keeping track of assignments, due dates (if different than the next day school is in session), papers associated with the assignment and getting them home, if necessary.

4) I am responsible for any work assigned / due on days that I am absent from school.  It is my responsibility to talk with __Teacher Name(s) __ about assignments and due dates when I return.
5) I have full access to __Teacher Name(s) __ to receive extra help for any assignment I’m struggling to complete.

I, __Student Name__, understand that homework not turned the next day school is in session will result in the following consequences:

1) A phone call to parent (can leave a message) to notify of incomplete work.

2) Incomplete homework means a “Zap” is assigned.  


a. First ZAP of a week will result in a lunch detention.

b. Second ZAP of a week will result in ½ day ISS

c. Third ZAP of a week will result in 1 day ISS

d. Fourth ZAP of a week will require a parent conference.

School Counselor
I use this homework contract with intermediate to middle school aged students.  Contracts can be established at the request of a teacher, parent, student or administrator.  Regardless of referral source, parent needs to be contacted and aware that the contract will be implemented. Complete the contract by filling in the student and teacher name(s).  A conference is held with the student and teacher / administrator to review, in detail, the contract.  Specific points that I have learned to cover are:

· Define a contract.

· Explain why the student has been referred for the contract (if a student referral, have the student reiterate why they are requesting the contract).  
· Review the contract, line by line, being sure the student understands each expectation. 

· Once the contract has been reviewed, ask the student to sign the contract.  All adults present at the conference should sign at this time.  

· Student is assigned the homework of getting the parent signature and returning the contract the next school day.  

The contract renews weekly.  Zaps do not carry over from week to week.  Consequences need to be served the day of the missing homework.  It is important that teachers check for all expected homework for completion first thing in the morning.  I found that giving students a manila folder where they place their homework for the teacher to check.  If it’s not in the folder at the assigned time, it can be counted as missing.
